Hello TOA and fellow boaters, 

As your Rear Commodore, there are a few complaints that came up at a recent board meeting I 

want to share with you. We at TOA need to be good stewards of our park facility. In doing that we 

all need to take an active role, even if we consider ourselves ñJust Rampersò. First and foremost, 

from an environmental point of view, it is fundamental that we do not add contamination to the 

ecosystem. If you see someone washing their boat or using products like ñSalt-a-wayò, please 

remind them that it is forbidden to rinse boats with anything other than water at TOA.   

Second, the Firewood and Ice at the TOA facility is for the use of members at the BBQ, or at TOA boating events. 

Recently a vehicle was observed loading up firewood and three ice chests full of ice, and then it drove off. The 

wood that is placed at the TOA BBQ area is donated for the benefit of all TOA members. However, it is not to be 

hauled away for personal use. Club members spend a lot of volunteer time locating, hauling and splitting wood so 

it will be available at the shack or events. Please respect our limited resources; and if you have firewood to 

donate, please do so (no painted or treated wood).  

And while on the subject of ñiceò, on the wall across from the ice machine in the ice room is a red metal donation 

box. The money placed into this container is collected and used to repair the ice machine. The last repair greatly 

exceeded what we had collected. Please do your part to keep this great club benefit available and donate when 

taking ice. Also remember to share the ice, on hot days a lot of boaters need ice; be reasonable.
